l    Try not to touch your face because that can move germs from your hands to your 

face and make you get sick.

Staying home helps keep people healthy.
Lots of schools are closed and meetings are cancelled. This is so the coronavirus does 
not spread to lots of different people. Staying home helps keep older people from getting 
coronavirus. If school is cancelled that does not mean that you should be scared.

It is not your job to worry.
Moms and dads, teachers, doctors, scientists and lots of other adults are all working 
hard to keep everyone safe. If you are worried, talk to an adult about it. Keeping 
people safe is a grown up job, not a kid job.
